Tips on Selecting Pages from a Template for a Website based on past Experience 
I didn’t know which pages to use so I selected the ones that sounded like they would work for my topic and website.  I tried to delete the Home page but it wouldn’t let me.  So I ended up using it.  I then added several pages of the same type for the body of the website and a different type for the last page.  I highlighted the type of page and clicked on “add new page”.  I entered an appropriate title for each page and made some pages sub to others by clicking on “Move to Sub Menu”.  That resulted in a dropdown menu within the overall website menu.  It was necessary in order for all the page titles to fit in the index without having two index lines at the top of the webpage.  However, I learned that search engines seem to assume sub pages are less important and may not index them.   Later, I had to make some page titles shorter in order to have the index fit in one line across the top of the website page.  I deleted photos, text and some of the frames to prepare it for pasting in content from my word document.
